8. Hand tighten both glass packing nuts, then tighten an-
other 1/2 turn by wrench. Tighten only enough to pre-
vent leakage. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN! If any leak-
age should occur, tighten slowly, a quarter turn at a
time, checking for leakage after each turn.

9. Install the protective guards to prevent injury in case of
glass breakage.
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MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

FITTING
1. Examine the glass regularly for any signs of clouding, DRAIN VALVE

scratching, erosion, or corrosion.

2. Use commercial non-abrasive glass cleaners to keep
the glass clean. Periodic inspection for leakage and
proper function is recommended.
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
